David Swig joined RM Sotheby’s West Coast division as a car specialist in May 2015. A lifelong automobile enthusiast, he grew up 
immersed in the collector car hobby. His late father, well-known California motoring enthusiast and founder of the internationally 
renowned California Mille (which David and his brother Howard now organize each April), Martin Swig, introduced him to an eclectic and 
unique version of California car culture at a young age.
